Our June Recital will be held at Deer Valleyl High School on All dancers will need a costume to perform in the Recital. We
will have our Costume Fitting day The week of January 11th-15th. All dancers will be measured in their dance classes. All
dancers need to be measured in order to receive a costume for the recital. Costume Payments are due this day. $65.00

per costume. We will be ordering tights for each costume in March. The cost for the tights is $10 for child and $14 for adult.
Ordering costumes for this recital takes time, we must have our orders in by the beginning of February in order to receive
them on time, if we do not get our orders in on time, there are many obstacles that may delay our delivery, as well as the
added costs for additional shipping. Therefore If payment is received after January 15th, the cost of the costume will be
$75.00. We will have pictures of the costumes for your viewing towards the end of the month.

Make-up classes

From September through January we
offer make-up classes for dancers
who might miss a class or two due to
illness. A make-up class would be
equivalent to their regular class. After
January 30th, make-up classes will
consist of only the technique
portion of a class. Depending on
the class, the make-up portion
could be up to 20 minutes long. A
full class will not benefit the student
after January 30th because each
class will be focusing on a specific
Recital Routine that pertains to that
class only.
